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What is a DNS A Record

The A record links a computer on our
domain to an IP address .

If we have a client computer named
Computerl on the network with a static
IP address, we can add a host record
pointing to the device and associate the
IP address to it. Requests for Computerl
can be quickly resolved on the server.




Open the DNS Management Console
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Adding a New A Host Record

In the New Host window, we type in the NewHost 21x|
computer name from the domain and Hame (uses parent domain name if blank):

then add the machine’s IP address.  Computer

Check the box to create an associated
pointer (PTR) record.
